( KILL WEEDS AND REPEL BUGS NATURALLY
/ / By Jackie Talero-Rueda, The Crunchy Mom

Warm weather brings much more than flowers, plants, and green grass. It brings pests
to our plants and our body, and weeds to our garden. They are no fun and quite hard to get
MW id of. So lets start with the weeds. Most of us have used a very toxic weed killer mostly
made up of a chemical called glyphosate. Glyphosate is the same chemical used on GMO
crops because they were engineered to resist it so it can kill the weeds and not the crop. This chemical
is extremely dangerous to the environment and our bodies. It has been linked to Alzheimers, Autism, and
cancer to name a few.
